2. All Skiff Series boats have a cored hulls. Do not use keel

rollers. 

3. 4 Bunks required on B and DX Boats and and any boat used

in commercial applications.

4. The trailer bunks MUST fit the flat part of the hull bottom.

Chines, center keels and strakes MUST fit between the bunks.

Boats transported with keels, chines or strakes on top of bunks

could result in hull damage.

5. The forward end of the bunks must extend beyond the flat

portion of the boat.

6. All bunks must be constructed of 2” x 6” treated wood cov-

ered with carpet.

Locating 4 foot  long carpeted side guides over the

wheel  fenders is recommended for easy loading.
